Regulations respecting Chinese Passenger Ships.

Note.~The wilful and fraudulent Breach of any of these Regulations by the Person
in charge of any Chinese Passenger Ship, is punishable either by Forfeiture
of the Ship, or by fine and imprisonment; and every Person concerned in
such Breach is liable to a Fine of One Hundred Pounds for each Offence.

[. No Chinese Passenger Ship shall clear out or proceed to Sea on any Vovyage
of more than Seven Days’ Duration without a Certificate from an Emigration
Officer ; and such Certificate shall be in the Form provided by the Chinese Pac-
senger Act, 1850.

II. No Emigration Officer shall be bound to give such Certificate in respect of
any Chinese Passenger Ship till Seven Days after receiving Notice that the Ship is
to carry Passengers, and of her Destination, and ofi her proposed Day L‘;&li]illﬁ_{';
nor unless there are on board a Surgeon and Interpreter approved by such Emi-
eration Officer.

[TI1. After receiving such Notice, the Emigration Officer shall be at liberty at
all Times to enter and inspect the Ship, and the Fittings, Provisions, and Stores
therein ; and any Person impeding him in such Entry or Inspection, or refusing to
allow of the same. shall be liable to a Fine of not more than One Hundred Pounds
for each Offence.

[V. The Emigration Officer shall not give his Certificate unless he shall be
satisfied,—

1. That the Ship is sea-worthy, and properly manned, equipped, fitted,
and ventilated; and has not on board any Cargo likely, from its Quality,
Quantity, or Mode of Stowage, to prejudice the Health or Safety of the

2. That the Space appropriated to the Passengers in the 'Tween Decks
contains at the least Twelve Superficial and Seventy-two Cubical Feet of
Space for every Adult on board; that is to say, for every Passenger above
Twelve Years of Age, and for every 1wo PPassengers between the Ages of
One Year and Twelve Years:

3. That a Space of Five Superficial Feet per Adult is left clear on the
Upper Deck for the Use of thes’assengers:

4. That Provisions, Fuel, and Water have been placed on board, of good
Quality, properly packed, and sufficient to supply the Passengers on board
during the declared Duration of the intended Voyage, according to the
following Scale:
